Lee District Groveton Resident’s Guide to the Fairfax County Zoning Ordinance

(Extracted from the Fairfax County website)

Single Family Dwelling Ordinance limits the occupancy in a residence to EITHER (A) one family consisting of one or more persons related by blood or marriage and up to two roomers or boarders; (B) four unrelated persons; OR (C) two single parents or guardians with not more than a total of six of their children.  Exceptions to this restriction must be approved by the county.

Any inoperable vehicle must be stored in an enclosed structure.  If 5 or less inoperable vehicles are stored outside, contact Fairfax County Police – non-emergency 703-691-2131.

NO commercial vehicles on or adjacent to residential roads is allowed (temporary business activity is excluded).  Only 1 commercial vehicle (limited in size) can be parked on private property in residential area.  It is illegal to park any buses (except school buses) on side of road.  The County code defines “COMMERCIAL VEHICLE” as (1) any solid waste collection vehicle, tractor truck or tractor trailer, dump truck.  Concrete mixer truck, towing and recovery vehicle with registered gross weight of 12,000 pounds or more, any heavy construction, any vehicle in which food or beverages are stored or sold, any trailer or semitrailer used to transport landscaping or lawn-care equipment, and any vehicle licensed for use as a common or contract carrier or limousine.  Contact Fairfax County Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300.

All vehicles must be parked on surfaced area, however temporary parking on an un-surfaced area is allowed for no more than 48 hours for loading, cleaning, or repair.  Contact Fairfax County Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300.
Home Businesses CANNOT have clients or customers; no signs; no display, storage or sale of stock in trade on the premises; and only 1 non-resident employee is allowed between 8 AM to 5 PM Monday – Friday.  EXCEPTION is school or special education.  Contact Fairfax County Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300.

Parking within 10 feet of driveways is NOT allowed.  Police will enforce ONLY upon enforcement request or complaint of the DRIVEWAY OWNERS!  Contact Fairfax County Police Non-emergency 703-691-2131

Parking adjacent to fire hydrant is NOT allowed within 15 feet of hydrant.  Police WILL ENFORCE on both public and private roads.  Contact Fairfax County Police Non-emergency 703-691-2131.

Parking at intersections is NOT allowed within the radius of the intersection.  Radius is from where the pavement begins to curve for the cross street.  Contact Fairfax County Police Non-emergency 703-691-2131.

Parking on both sides of narrow road is allowed UNLESS it impedes traffic and fire lanes.  If parking is presenting problems, contact VDOT, if VDOT declines, contact FCDOT for a review of the parking situation.  VDOT Traffic 703-383-2400 / FCDOT 703-324-1102.

Parked vehicles CANNOT present line-of-sight problems to vehicle drivers and to pedestrians.  Parking is NOT allowed with 20’ of a designated crosswalk.  If parking is creating sight distance problems contact VDOT, if VDOT declines, contact FCDOT for a review.  VDOT Traffic 703-383-2400 / FCDOT 703-324-1102.

Parking on wrong side of two-way roads is NOT allowed.  Contact Fairfax County Police Non-emergency 703-691-2131.

Leaking sewage from parked vehicles such as RVs is NOT allowed.  Oil/antifreeze/

gasoline/hydraulic fluid dripping on road from parked vehicles is NOT allowed.  These toxics can seep into ground water, endanger animals and children, or create fire hazards.  Contact the Fire Department by calling the non-emergency 703-691-2131.  If materials are presenting a safety or health problem, contact the Health Department.
Vehicles on blocks/jacks on private property/private roads are NOT allowed.  These vehicles should be kept in a fully enclosed shelter or completely screened/shielded from view.  Contact Police Department non-emergency 703-691-2131 or Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300 for assessment.
It is illegal to operate a car sale or repair business from a residential home. Contact Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300.

Lee District Groveton Resident’s Guide to the Fairfax County Property Maintenance Code (Extracted from the Fairfax County website)

Sleeping Areas require emergency access window of a minimum area of 6 square feet and a smoke alarm.

Any mass accumulation of trash, garbage and debris in a dwelling that constitutes a safety hazard to the resident as well as the public and safety staff, such as firefighters, is considered HOARDING and should be reported to the Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300.

All structures must be kept in good repair and sound condition both on the exterior and interior.  Broken windows, falling gutters and missing siding must be repaired.  Residents can contact local companies specializing in repairs.  If residents have concerns about a structure, they should contact the Zoning Enforcement 703-324-1300.

There is NO maintenance code specifically for the presence of insects and rodents; the hoarding and maintenance issues would minimize these problems.
